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On the Results of Search for Authors of Anti-Soviet Anonymous Documents in 1975

In the year 1975, the Committee for State Security (KGB) of the Council of
Ministers of the USSR and its organs have worked on the establishment and exposure of
the identities of authors and distributors of anonymous anti-Soviet documents and
prevention and putting an end to their criminal and anti-social activity.

Over the course of the year on the territory of the country 10,206 anti-Soviet,
ideologically harmful and slanderous anonymous documents were prepared and
distributed by 1,629 authors (6,476 pamphlets, 3,255 letters and 475 petitions).

In comparison with the year 1974, the number of authors engaging in such
activity was reduced by 24%. The quantity of anonymous documents distributed by them
also decreased somewhat. The most noticeable reduction was observed in Ukraine,
Belarus, Georgia, Latvia, Estonia, Uzbekistan, Kazakhstan, Bashkir oblast, Chechen-
Ingush oblast, Chuvash Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic, Stavropol and Primorie
regions, and Volgograd, Perm, Rostov, Saratov, Voronezh, Ivanov and other oblasts.

In comparison with the year 1974, the number of individuals distributing anti-
Soviet anonymous documents containing terrorist threats directed at party leaders and the
Soviet government was reduced almost twofold (41.4%) (48 instances in 1975 versus 82
in 1974).

In the reported year, the number of cases involving the preparation and
distribution of anonymous documents within the ranks of the Soviet Army and Navy
declined significantly. In addition, there was a similar reduction in such instances among
individuals interned at corrective labor camps.

Along with that, some increase in the amount of letters containing threats of
physical violence directed at local Soviet party assets and officials was noticed. There
was an especially large number of such displays in Moldova (48% of all anonymous
documents distributed in the Republic contained such threats), and also in Ukraine.

As in the past years, in 1975 the general volume of anonymous anti-Soviet
documents prepared with the use of copying technology (typographic print, photocopiers,




templates etc) continues to grow. Such cases were observed in Moscow, Leningrad, Riga,
Sverdlovsk and several other major industrial and administrative centers.

In the pamphlets and other anonymous documents addressed to local party and
government organs, public organizations, newspapers and magazines, the slanderous and
anti-Soviet fabrications closely coincided with a series of negative incidents taking place
both in our country and abroad. A few of the documents contained demands to lower
prices on food and industrial products, to raise salaries and pensions etc.

Seeking to give their hostile activity an organized character and create an
appearance of “massiveness,’ groups of criminals, as before, adorned their pamphlets and
letters with the names of apparently illegally existing “parties,” “committees,” “unions,”
“groups” etc. (Party of Fairness of the Soviet People, Russian National-Democratic Party,
Democratic People’s Party, Underground Committee of Workers and Peasants, Union of
Free Youth, Organization of Servicemen, Group of Young Members of the Communist
Party of the Soviet Union and so on).

The measures taken by the national security agencies in 1975 uncovered the
identities of 1,277 authors, who distributed 6,602 anti-Soviet, politically harmful and
slanderous documents (3,210 pamphlets, 3,045 letters, 347 petitions). Among those
detained were 37 authors, who prepared hostile documents with terrorist threats directed
at the leaders of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union and the Soviet government. An
additional 126 made threats of physical violence addressed at representatives of local
party and Soviet assets and officials.

In carrying out the operative-investigative projects in 1975, the KGB uncovered
and prevented criminal activity of 53 hostile nationalistic and anti-social groups with 182
participants (in 1974 there were 74 established groups with 222 participants), primarily
consisting of youth under the age of 30. The largest number of groups was exposed in
Ukraine (18 of the 51 groups).

The following socio-economic characteristics were typical of the exposed authors:
unskilled workers (336 — 26.3%), government employees including engineering-technical
workers (244 — 19.1%), collective farmers (34 — 2.6%), college students (63 — 4.9%),
high school and trade school students (219 — 17.1%), servicemen (20 — 1.5%), pensioners
(197 — 15.4%), and unemployed individuals and prisoners (164 — 12.8%).

Out of the number of exposed authors, 143 (11.1%) had in the past been convicted
of especially dangerous crimes against the state.

The uncovered anonymous authors had the following education: 534 — primary,
531 secondary and 212 higher [education].

It was discovered that 119 [of them] were candidates and members of the
Communist Party of the Soviet Union and 168 members of the Komsomol.




For example, among the exposed authors of anonymous documents, the KGB
discovered V.V. Brede, who was born in 1919, an ethnic Russian, a member of the
Communist Party of the USSR, has a higher education, and a Captain of the 1% rank, a
senior instructor at the V.I. Lenin Military-Technical Academy, an assistant professor and
doctoral candidate of military history. In 1974-75, in the name of the workers, he sent an
anonymous letter from Moscow to the Central Committee of the Communist Party of the
USSR, the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of the USSR and the magazine Communist
of the Armed Forces of the USSR. In that letter, he slandered Soviet life, demanded to
distribute arms to Soviet officers and leveled insults and terrorist threats against leaders
of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union and the Soviet government.

By order of the Chief of the Main Political Department of the Soviet Army and
Navy, the political organs of the Academy concluded that the documents’ author was
Brede. For anti-party activities he was expelled from the Communist Party of the Soviet
Union and dismissed from the ranks of the Soviet Army.

An analysis of the reasons and motives for the preparation and distribution of
anonymous anti-Soviet documents shows that 332 people, or 25.9%, went down the
criminal path due to political immaturity and delusion, 164 (12.8%) due to mercenary and
other selfish goals, 112 (8.7%) out of thuggish and other amoral persuasions, 36 (2.8%)
because of material and other difficulties, 109 (8.5%) under the influence of anti-Soviet
foreign radio broadcasts and other forms of ideological diversion and 162—due to mental
illness (12.6%).

In addition, it was revealed that 59 people, or 4.6%, prepared anonymous anti-
Soviet documents in connection with their hostile convictions and 33 (2.5%) on
nationalistic grounds.

After establishing the goals and motives of the anonymously produced hostile
works, and also taking into account the extent of their social danger, 715 people were
subjected to prophylactics, 135 of whom were taken for further operative inspection and
investigative work, and additional 76 (95 in 1974) were charged with criminal offenses.

The organs of the KGB, in addition to stepping up the search for the anonymous
authors, also examined the causes and conditions under which individuals prepared and
distributed anti-Soviet documents, systematically informed party organs of this activity,
and undertook the necessary preventive measures using mass media (print, radio, film,
television etc.) in order to expose criminal plots of the dissidents and create around them
a situation of intolerance and public condemnation.

At the present time, the organs of the KGB are searching for authors who
distributed around 10,000 pamphlets, which mainly contained slander of the communist
party of the Soviet Union, the governmental and social system of the USSR, the national
policy of the party and incitements to violence against communists in major cities. The
pamphlets also condemned party loyalty and called for organization of strikes, protests
and other anti-social activities.



As of January 1, 1976, the state security organs have issued warrants for the arrest
of 964 individuals, who in 1975 distributed in excess of 14,000 anti-Soviet anonymous
documents.

In 1976, the KGB and its subordinate organs have taken measures for the long-
term increase in the effectiveness of investigations of the authors of anonymous anti-
Soviet documents.

Report on the Work of the Committee
For State Security in 1975

In its practical work, the Committee for State Security consistently followed the
policy of the party, directed at the successful implementation of the plans of communist
construction, implementation of the Peace Program, strengthening the international
positions of the Soviet Union and the entire socialist commonwealth, in strict adherence
to the resolutions of the Central Committee of the CC CPSU and the USSR Council of
Ministers on the issues of protecting the state security of our country.

The KGB organs carried out the tasks for ensuring the state security of the
country in accordance with the requirements stemming from the international situation
and the development of the Soviet society, while dutifully following the constitutional
norms and the socialist law.

The Committee always accounted for the fact that the special services of the
imperialist countries and the PRC were trying as much as they can to use détente, and the
expanding international ties to step up their political, economic, and technological
intelligence [activities] against the Soviet Union, to carry out hostile ideological
subversive actions aimed at undermining of the international prestige of the USSR, the
Soviet society and state structures.

In carrying out its tasks, the state security organs constantly received significant
assistance from the CPSU Central Committee and the local party organs. First of all, it
allowed [the KGB] to achieve certain results in solving intelligence, counterintelligence,
and other operative tasks.

As a result of active work by the KGB organs, attempts to unite anti-Soviet elements
organizationally, to inspire serious hostile expressions within the country under the
banner of defense of “human rights” in the USSR were frustrated, and the actions of the
enemy, who tried to abuse the general principles of the Final Act of the Conference on
Security and Cooperation in Europe in Helsinki for hostile purposes were compromised.

In 1975, about 20 thousand persons, who committed politically harmful actions that did
not contain a criminal intent, were subjected to the prophylactic work. Over 25 active
participants of Zionist expressions and other instigators of anti-Soviet actions were
thrown out of the country through the emigration channels.

486 persons were subjected to criminal punishment, among them 247 for contraband and
violations of regulations of operations with [hard] currency.

As a result of the measures undertaken [the security organs] prevented creation of groups
by some scholars and scientists from the institutes of history, philosophy, sociology and
economics of the USSR Academy of Sciences, as well by some writers, artists,
musicians, and cinematographers, who spoke against the party and ideological principles
in literature and art on illegal and revisionist grounds.

Intentions of Sakharov and his accomplices to play a role of a link between various
groups of hostile elements within the country and between them and the subversive
centers abroad were frustrated.

In the process of work to protect the Soviet youth from the hostile influences, 30 groups
of ideologically harmful orientation among students were uncovered or their formation
prevented in Altai, Stavropol, Khabarovsk krais, Leningrad, Irkutsk, Tomsk oblasts, Tatar
ASSR, and in other regions of the country. Individuals were uncovered, who engaged in
creating anti-Soviet and slanderous materials with the purpose of passing those abroad.

30 attempts of creation of politically harmful groups in the Army and the Navy were
frustrated.

About the Hostile Actions
of the So-called Group for Assistance of Implementation
of the Helsinki Agreements in the USSR

In recent years, the adversary’s special and propaganda services have been trying
to create the appearance of the existence in the Soviet Union of a so-called “internal
opposition;” [they] have undertaken measures to provide support for those inspiring anti-
social trends, and have objectively encouraged bringing together the participants of
various tendencies of anti-Soviet activities.

Thus in 1969, anti-social elements under the leadership of Yakir and Krasin
created an “initiative group” for purposes of uniting organizationally the participants of
the so-called “movement for democratization.”

In 1970, to energize the anti-social activities of hostile individuals, Chalidze
created the so-called “Committee for Defense of Human Rights,” which in addition to
him also included Academician SAKHAROV and Corresponding Member of the USSR
Academy of Sciences SHAFAREVICH.

In 1973, the functions of an organizational center for uniting the anti-socially
inclined individuals were assumed by the so-called “Russian section of Amnesty
International,” headed by TURCHIN and TVERDOKHLEBOV.

Members of these named organizations established contact with some foreign
anti-Soviet centers, and engaged in the collection and dissemination of libelous materials
for the purpose of discrediting the Soviet state and social regime.

As a result of the measures undertaken by the Committee of State Security, the
“initiative group” and the “Committee for Defense of Human Rights” had compromised
themselves completely, and practically ceased to exist, and the activity of the “Russian
section” was localized.

However, notwithstanding the failures of the efforts to create an “internal
opposition” in the USSR, the adversary did not give up on this idea.

On May 12 of this year, on the initiative of Corresponding Member of the
Armenian SSR Academy of Sciences Yu. F. Orlov, unemployed, born in 1924, the anti-



social elements announced the creation of a “Group for Assistance of Implementation of
the Helsinki Agreements in the USSR”

The following individuals are members of this “group:” A. I. Ginzburg,
repeatedly tried for criminal activities, born in 1936, Jewish, unemployed; P. G.
Grigorenko, born in 1907, Ukrainian, pensioner; professional criminal A. T.
MARCHENKO, born in 1938, Russian, serving his exile term in the Irkutsk oblast;
Jewish extremists V. A. Rubin, born in 1913, Jewish, emigrated to Israel; A. D.
SHCHARANSKY, born in 1948, Jewish, unemployed; and V. S. SLEPAK, born in 1927,
Jewish, unemployed; participants in various hostile actions: SAKHAROV’s wife E. G.
BONNER, born in 1922, Jewish, pensioner, M. S. BERNSHTAM, born in 1949, Jewish,
emigrated to Israel, M. N. LANDA, born in 1918, Jewish, pensioner, L. M. ALEXEEVA,
born in 1927, Russian, unemployed, and A. A. KORCHAK, born in 1922, Ukrainian,
employee of the Institute of Earth Magnetism of the Ionosphere and Dispersal of Radio
Waves of the USSR Academy of Sciences.

With the creation of this group, the individuals named above are pursuing the
subversive goal of placing in doubt the sincerity of the USSR’s efforts in implementing
the statutes of the Final Act of the Conference for Security and Cooperation in Europe,
and thus to put pressure on the government of the Soviet Union on the issues of
implementation of the Helsinki Accords, primarily those of the “Third Basket.”

Members of the “group” collect information about cases of alleged violations of
the Final Act by the Soviet government, and in particular about “violations of the basic
rights of Soviet citizens,” “persecution for dissent,” and so on.

They use various channels to pass the information collected on these issues to the
governments of the countries who signed the Final Act. According to the original idea of
the “group” members, in special cases they would appeal to those countries with requests
to create an international commission to investigate the circumstances of the case. At the
same time, the “group” counts on the pressure of public opinion in the West on the Soviet
government, and is not trying, according to ORLOV, to “look for support among the
[Soviet] people.”

The anti-social elements have put forth appeals to the heads of states who took
part in the Helsinki Conference to establish similar informal control groups, which could
subsequently be united in an international committee in their countries.

During the period of its existence, the “group” has undertaken a number of efforts
to obtain formal recognition by the U.S. state organs. Thus, ORLOV, in his conversation
with First Secretary of the Political Department of the U.S. Embassy in Moscow
RICHARD COMBS, insisted that the U.S. State Department should give official
recognition to the “group,” and that the Americans should use the information passed to
them by the “group” at the level of governments and heads of states, including at the
forthcoming conference in Belgrade.



The Committee for State Security is undertaking measures to compromise the
members of the “group,” and to put an end to their hostile activities.

On the provocative demonstration by antisocial elements on Pushkin Square in Moscow
and at the Pushkin monument in Leningrad

On December 5 of this year a group of antisocial elements convened on Pushkin
Square with the provocative aim of expressing “silent protest” in connection with
“violations” of the rights of citizens guaranteed by the constitution of the USSR.

Sakharov, Semenova and Yankelevich (the daughter and son-in-law of Elena
Bonner, Andrei Sakharov’s wife), Grigorenko’s spouse, Bukovskaya, Alexeeva, Salova,
Shatunovskaya, Gastev, Genkin, Starchik, Landa, Irina Yakir and others, a total of around
50 people gathered in the square at the Pushkin monument. At 18:00 some of them
removed their hats and attempted to observe a so-called “minute of silence.”

The following foreign correspondents were also present: Ren, Villis, Krimsky,
Kent, Wallace (USA): Ketlin, Evans, Blyuett(Great Britain): Prede, Yurgen, Engel-
Brecht, Brandt (West Germany) and Bolenbloch (France), who photographed the
demonstration’s participants.

The Moscow residents and guests of the capital who were present on the square
expressed their displeasure at the gathering of the antisocial elements.

The same day in Leningrad a group of 10 hostile individuals carried out a similar
action at the Pushkin monument on the Square of the Arts.

In both instances no further disturbances had been planned.

About measures to end the hostile activity
Of members of the so-called “Group

For Assistance in the Implementation of
The Helsinki Agreements in the USSR”

The Committee of State Security of the USSR Council of Ministers informed the CC
CPSU (No. 2577-A from November 16, 1976) about the creation by anti-social elements
led by Yu. F. Orlov of the so-called “Group for Assistance in the Implementation of

the Helsinki Agreements in the USSR.”

In the process of further work it has been established that Orlov and his closest
accomplices instigated the creation of similar “groups” in Ukraine and Lithuania.
Recently members of the mentioned groups have significantly stepped up their collection
and dissemination to the West of the slanderous materials, which aim to place in doubt
the sincerity of the Soviet Union’s efforts to implement the stipulations of the Final Act
of the Conference for Security and Cooperation in Europe.

Taking into account the fact that these groups inflict serious political damage on the
Soviet state, and to stop their instigating and subversive activities, in December 1976-
January 1977, the Prosecutor General’s office, on the basis of Committee for State
Security materials, conducted searches at the homes of Rudenko, N. D. pensioner,
Berdnik, A. P, stained glass artist of the “Painter” group, Kandyba, 1. A., examiner at a
regional household goods production factory, Tikhii, A. I, firefighter of the extra-
departmental [vnevedomstvenoi] security service, Lukyanenko, L. G., electrician at a
children’s hospital (Ukraine), and also the unemployed Orlov Yu. F., Ginzburg, A. I., and
Alexeeva, L. M. (Moscow).

During the search, a large quantity of slanderous materials prepared by the individuals
named above for transportation to the West was found and seized: archives of hostile
documents, drafts of future publications of anti-Soviet collections, lampoons prepared in
the West and transported to the Soviet Union through illegal channels, and also materials
exposing their criminal links with the foreign anti-Soviet organization “People’s Labor
Union.” In addition, some were found to have weapons, foreign currency, large sums of
Soviet rubles, and pornographic literature, which were confiscated.



The Committee of State Security and the office of the USSR Prosecutor General are
currently developing further measures to terminate the hostile activities of the individuals
mentioned above.

The security services and think tanks of the enemy are making serious efforts to
revive and expand the hostile activities of anti-Soviet elements on the territory of the
USSR. Especially noticeable is the aspiration of Western intelligence services to assist
organized group of individuals, who have spoken out against the governmental and social
system that exists in our country. The KGB has in its possession reliable information
attesting to the fact that official representatives of the US embassy in Moscow are
directly facilitating such activities. While at the current phase priority is given to the
carrying out of subversive and anti-Soviet activities using illegal methods, the enemy is

simultaneously attempting to incite hostile activity in legal and semi-legal forms.




According to our data, accredited Moscow correspondents from the United States,
the Federal Republic of Germany, England, France and Italy are persistently encouraging
the leaders of the anti-Soviet movement to use such methods as “addresses” to the
governments of various countries, containing vile slander of Soviet life, “press-
conferences”, and open protests against the projects of the Soviet Union in their anti-
Soviet activities. Recently, a tendency to use the upcoming Belgrade meeting as a basis
for legalizing open anti-Soviet declamations against the Soviet system by dissidents is

being observed in the activities of the enemy.

The anti-Soviet elements, in concert with the West are striving to, in one form or
another, bring into their ranks individuals who have been convicted in the past or new
individuals who are easily manipulated. Here are involved nationalists, Zionists, Crimean

Tatars, Meskhettian Turks and religious sects.

For example, in Moscow, A.I. Ginsburg engaged in active anti-Soviet activities.
He was born in 1936 and was convicted of fraud in 1968 for his attempt to create an ITS
group in Moscow. In recent years, he has not been gainfully employed and instead has
taken it upon himself to become the manager of the so called “Solzhenitsin fund”, which
is more or less a front for the rendering of Western financial and material support to anti-

Soviet convicts.

In Lithuania, the Lithuanian nationalists Ventslova and Pyatkus, who has been
convicted three times for his hostile activities, have worked towards this end. Kandyva, a
past participant in an illegal nationalist organization, along with others, have partaken in

similar activities.

In Moscow Yu. F. Orlov has embarked on the path of antisocial activity. He was
born in 1924, and for a prolonged period was not gainfully employed. In 1956, as a
member of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union and a researcher at the Institute of
theoretical and experimental physics, he presented an openly anti-party address, for

which he was expelled from the party and subjected to criticism in the pages of Pravda.



This came despite the fact that Orlov was elected a member-correspondent of the
Academy of Sciences of the Armenian Soviet Socialist Republic. In recent years he
abandoned scientific work and wholly dedicated himself to antisocial activity. Orlov is
the author of a series of provocative declarations, interviews with foreign correspondents,

and a regular participant in openly provocative actions.

In May 1976, upon entering into criminal contacts with a representative of the
American embassy, Orlov formed the so-called “Group to Assist the Implementation of
the Helsinki Accords in the USSR”, and presently under this cover is attempting to
legalize anti-Soviet activity. Under the direct influence of Orlov analogous “groups” have

been formed in Kiev and Vilnius.

These groups’ participants have not concealed their true goals: to legally work on
the political demagoguery surrounding the Helsinki accords, and to illegally and
scornfully propagandize anti-Soviet ideas. In part, the leader of the Ukrainian “group for
assistance in the enforcement of the Helsinki accords in the USSR” N.D. Rudenko, who
was born in 1920, amongst his supporters directly avows that his goal is to aid the

struggle for Ukrainian secession from the USSR.

The West German correspondent Schmidt-Voiner characterized these groups. In
his opinion, the aforementioned groups “constitute an attempt, in the wake of the
Helsinki accords, to emerge from the quasi-legal status of underground journals and
create groups that, in direct contact and dialogue with the West, can draw the world’s

attention to violations of the Helsinki accords in the Soviet Union.”

The security services and prosecutor’s office of the USSR applied pre-emptive
measures in order to curtail the activities of such “groups”. Administrative organs have
held the necessary discussions with them. Many of them were discussed publicly. Party
and Soviet organs assisted them in finding employment. Such efforts had meaning, since

at other times many deluded citizens have ventured away from antisocial activity.



However, the most hostilely disposed leaders of the so-called “dissidents” did not
cease their activity. Moreover, ignoring official warnings, they became more active and

adamant in their attempts to legalize their criminal work.

It is necessary to say directly, that such behavior is explained by their total
confidence in their own impunity and the defensive measures that could be undertaken by
the West in their support. Academic Sakharov plays a significant role in the formulation
of such views, whose behavior indicates his belief that the “authorities” can do nothing to
him and therefore there is nothing for others to fear. The so-called “dissidents” openly

and repeatedly assert this at their gatherings.

In such conditions, measures of a simply pre-emptive nature regarding these
individuals neither have the needed effect nor lead to the limitation of their antisocial

activities.

In connection with this, the necessity arises to take more decisive measures
regarding the interception of the activities of Orlov, Ginsberg and others on the basis of

current legislation.

When taking into account the political and operative situation, it seems there are
various more expedient and effective ways of curbing the activities of the most active

anti-Soviet dissidents.

With regards to Orlov, this means renewing the investigation into the criminal
charges brought by the Moscow prosecutor’s office and convicting him under article 190
of the criminal code of the Russian Soviet Federative Socialist Republic (the deliberate
dissemination of libel against the Soviet governmental and social system). Orlov should
not be arrested in the course of the investigation unless he forces us to do it with his own

actions.



It is necessary to arrest and convict A.I, Ginsburg under article 70 of the Criminal
Code of the Russian Soviet Federative Socialist Republic. The operation should be

carried out at his place of residency in Kalugin oblast.

[We should] arrest and convict Rudenko in Kiev under article 62 of the Criminal
Code of the Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic (corresponds to article 70 of the
Criminal Code of the Russian Soviet Federative Socialist Republic), but the trial should
be conducted not in Kiev, but rather in Donetsk, where there is a stronger legal basis for

it.

Ventslova, who was born in 1937 and is a former researcher at the History
Institute of the Academy of Sciences of the Lithuanian Soviet Socialist Republic, is
petitioning for a temporary visit to the US by private invitation. Permission should be
granted. The question of his fate in the long-term will be determined by his behavior

while abroad.

Regarding other persons, the KGB will enact measures to intercept and curtail

their activities in the usual manner.,

By taking such measures, we are depriving them (especially Orlov and Rudenko)
of the ability to cause controversy in the West and a negative reaction in some communist
parties. As listed above, the leaders of the so-called “dissidents” are depending on such
an outcome. Even taking into consideration the aforementioned possible outcome, we
have no other choice, since Orlov, Ginsberg, Rudenko and others (not to mention
Sakharov) are becoming increasingly strident and are setting a very dangerous and

negative example for others.

Together with the proposed measures, the ruling circles of Western countries
should be shown the ineffectiveness of their policy of sabotage and pressure towards the

Soviet Union. We should emphasize that in keeping with the policy of détente, we will




decisively stop any attempts at interference in our internal affairs and denigration of the
socialist achievements of the working class.

The political significance of these measures will come from the fact that they will
influence the situation in the Czechoslovak Socialist Republic, the Polish People’s
Republic other socialist countries, which are presently being subjected to mass pressure
from both hostile internal elements and international imperialism.

In connection with the propaganda requirements of the suggested measures, the
KGB will be prepare and present to the Central Committee of the Communist Party of the
Soviet Union the necessary proposals.

We shall use our good offices to seek the release of prisoners of
conscience and we will continue our efforts to shape a world responsive ;
to human aspirations in which nations of differing cultures and
histories can live gide by side in peace and justice.

I am always glad to hear from you, and I wish you well.

About the instructions to the Soviet Ambassador in Washington for his conversation with Vance
on the guestion of "human rights". .

The draft of the instructions to_the Soviet Ambassador in Washington this question is to be
approved. (The draft is attached.) :

TO THE SOVIET AMBASSADOR

FIRST. Meet with Vance and tell him that you have instructions to inform President Carter
and his Secretary of State -of the following:

Raising by the Americans in Moscow of the question of freeing Giniﬁurg, a Soviet citizen,
convicted for his actions punishable by law in accordance with our criminal code, aroused
the utmost bewilderment.

The fact that such an interference into our domestic affairs is being done in the name of
concern over "human rights" does not change the essence of the matter.

Obviously, everybody has a right to have one’s own view on different issues including the
liberties and rights of people in any country. And we 100 have our own view of these
problems and their current situation in the USA.

But it is another matter to bring these views into the sphere of inter-state relations and
thereby to complicate them. How else can one see the position of the representatives of the
US administration, when they are trying to make the questions, thoroughly under the
jurisdiction of the Soviet state, a matter of discussion? It touches upon the basic principles
of our mutual relations. It must be a complete clarity on this problem from the very
beginning. Such a position of the USA is categorically unacceptable to us.

You and we are aware that we have different ideologies and social political systems.
Certainly, due to this fact we have different approaches to different questions.

We, in the Soviet Union, are proud that the socialist revolution and our system not only
proclaimed but also provided in reality the right for work, education, social security, free
medical assistance, and retirement to all Soviet citizens. And we really guarantee these
rights.

At the same time the Soviet laws guard our people from antisocial tendencies such as the
propaganda of war in any form, the dissemination of the ideas of race inequality and national
divisiveness or from the attempts of moral corruption of people..In our country nobody has
the right to break the law that is equally obligatory to everybody.

We do not try to impose our understanding of rights and liberties of man on anybody,
although much of what is going on under the conditions of another social system seems
unacceptable to our people.
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It is not difficult to imagine what would have happened if we, proceeding from our own
moral principles, had tried to link the development of our inter-state relations with the USA
or other capitalist countries with such actually existing problems in these countries as
multi-million unemployment, deprivation of rights of ethnic minorities, race discrimination,
unequal rights for women, the violation of citizens rights by the state organs, the persecution
of people with progressive convictions and so on.

By the way, if one speaks about the concerns regarding human rights; how should one view
the systematic support by the USA of dictatorial, anti-populist regimes in some countries,
where constantly and violently the most basic human rights and liberties are violated.

If we had begun to raise all these questions as a part of our inter-state relations then,
apparently, the result would have been the aggravation of all the relations between ourselves
and other countries. It would have detracted us from the solution of those problems, which
could and should be the goals of interactions and cooperation of our states. All the efforts
for guaranteeing the rights of human beings to live in a world free from wars and burden of
arms race, to live in the environment of security and friendly relations-between the peoples
would also have been jeopardized.

We firmly believe, therefore, that the questions of domestic development that reflect the
differences in ideologies and social political systems should not be the subject of inter-state
relations.

It is not accidental that precisely this principle, together with other fundamental principles,
was clearly expressed in the "Fundamentals of mutual relations between the USSR and the
USA" signed in 1972. One is also should be reminded that during the establishment of
diplomatic relations in 1933 our countries obliged to absolutely respect unquestionable right
of each other to build its own life as they see fit and refrain in' any way from interference
into the domestic affairs of the other partner.

Not always, however, and not in all respects are American statements and actions in
agreement with this. In actuality, the statements about "concern" over "human rights in the
USSR" serve the purpose of the support and even outright instigation for some persons,
who separate themselves from the Soviet society. It is not just a demonstrative approving
attitude of the (US) administration toward the activity in the Soviet Union of some American
journalists, whose only interest is to find and publicize the so- called "dissidents”. Some
people from the US Embassy personnel in Moscow are directly involved in it. We could
specifically name who we have in mind.

(For the Soviet Ambassador: If the interlocutor asks who exactly we are talking about, you
could name the First secretary Pressel (sic))

And when, for the violation of the law by the USSR citizen, the Soviet authorities take
actions in accordance with the Soviet law, actions which are the prerogative of any state,
then this is used by the American side thereby harming our mutual relations.
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Besides, it is known that the representatives of the American Embassy in Moscow secretly
meet with Sakharov, who knows the state secrets related to the national defence. The last
such meeting by the Embassy’s initiative took place on February 8. This is an extremely
unusual fact and no reference to the human rights cannot hide that this is a direct act of the
American intelligence services against the USSR and against the Soviet social system. As
for the references to American public opinion, the sentiments in the US Congress, etc., one
should not forget that in the Soviet Union there also is its own public opinion, and it
decisively rejects all attempts to impose on us the values which are incongruent with social
democracy and legality.

SECOND. After the conversation the following kind of announcement should bc sent to
Moscow via the TASS channel:

"On February " " the USSR Ambassador in the USA A.F. Dobrynin visited Secretary of
State S. Vance and drew his attention to some statements and actions of the American side,
which are in disagreement with the goals of positive development of the Soviet- American
relations. In this regard it has been emphasized that the Soviet side resolutely rejects all the
attempts to interfere in the Soviet domestic affairs, into the problems related to the
prerogatives of other governments, using the pretext of "the protection of human rights"

The Soviet side could have also said - and it has firm grounds for it - some things regarding
the guarantee of human rights in the US, like unemployment of millions of people, race
discrimination, unequal rights for women, violation of personal liberties of citizens, the
rising wave of crimes, etc. It must be clear, however, that all the attempts to impose one’s
own views upon the other side, to bring such questions into inter-state relations, would only
aggravate and make more difficult to resolve those problems which should be the subject of
interaction and cooperation of both countries.

The relations of peaceful co-existence and constructive cooperation between the USSR and
the USA in the interests of both peoples can fruitfully develop only when they are guided by
the mutual respect of principles of sovereignty and non-interference into the domestic affairs
of each other, as it is stated in the basic Soviet-American documents”

After a brief picture-taking session during which
the Vice President welcomed Mr. Bukovsky to our
country and the White House, the Vice President
said he was aware of the fact that Bukovsky must
have many things on his mind that he would like to
express. He suggested that Bukovsky spend a few
minutes in presenting his ideas, after which the
Vice President would be happy to respond to any
questions Bukovsky might have.

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Bukovsky said that to a certain extent he regarded
himself as an envoy of his friends and colleagues
in the human rights movement in the Soviet Union
and he wanted to deliver a message on behalf of

that movement. For members of the movement in the
Soviet Union it was quite evident that the substance
of Soviet policy had not changed, that the ultimate
goal of the Soviet leadership continued to be world
domination, that within the borders of the Soviet
Union the Cold War had never ceased, and that hatred
for the non-Communist world continued to be

stimulated and developed. He said that Soviet citizens
were still being educated to regard the Soviet Union as
surrounded by enemies. From that it followed logically
that dealing with the enemy constituted treason. Under
such conditions, of course, the total absence of a public
opinion in the Soviet Union meant that treaties and agree-
ments the Soviet Union concluded with other countries
were totally meaningless because only in the presence of
public opinion could monitoring and compliance of agree-
ments be insured. He said he regarded the human rights
movement in the Soviet Union as being an incipient publlc
opinion.

The Vice President said that he admired the great courage
Bukovsky had manifested in bearing the confinement in
prisons and mental institutions. As a young man, the Vice
President said, he had read Koestler's Darkness at Noon
and that he had also read Sakharov and Solzhenitsyn. The
Vice President recalled that while visiting Moscow he had
even spent an evening with so-called "refuseniks", mostly
Jews, who had been refused exit visas for Israel. He had
learned of the intimidation and harassment these people
had undergone. . He had been told of telephones ripped out,
loss of employment, and other repressive acts. The Vice
President asked Bukovsky how the dissidents sustained
themselves in this kind of adversity. How did they com-
municate with each other? wWhat were they hoping to
accomplish? Did they see a way out?

Bukovsky replied that if he were to say what sustained him
and others in their struggle, he would say it was faith

in the people, faith in the future and faith in human values.
As for specific technical details of communicating with

each other, Bukovsky said it would take too long for a
detailed explanation. In this connection he would only

say that the human rights movement in the Soviet Union was
an open and legal movement defending human values and the
rights of man.

The Vice President noted that in Bukovsky's testimony before
the Fascell Commission, Bukovsky had dismissed the Helsinki
Agreement as being meaningless and even counterproductive.
Some people argued that Basket III of the Helsinki Agree-
ment, that is the exchange of people and ideas, was some-
thing new and valuable for the advocates of human rights.

CONEIBERTIADT
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Bukovsky had said, however, that these things were already
provided for in the Soviet Constitution and in international
documents. On the other hand it could be maintained that
the Helsinki Agreement represents current commitments

by the Soviet authorities and was therefore of current
significance. The Vice President said he gathered Bukovsky
did not agree, but that he would be interested in hearing
Bukovsky's views.

Bukovsky said he had no doubt that the leadership of this
country had a great deal of informatien about conditions
in the Soviet Union and was factually well informed. How-
ever, in order to evaluate these facts and arrive at the
correct conclusion it was necessary to take into account
the psychology of the Soviet people and leadership.
Bukovsky said he considered the following example to be
characteristic. The Western press had recently published
accounts of a speech by Brezhnev in Prague at a closed
meeting with leaders of European Communist parties. This .
statement was to the effect that thanks to detente, by
1985 the Soviet Union would be in a position to control
the countries of Europe and other continents. The press
reports indicated that this statement had been brought to
Secretary Kissinger's attention but that Kissinger and
many others had simply given no credence to the statement.
The reason for that could be ascribed precisely to an
inadequate understanding of Soviet psychology. If any

peasant or collective farmer or even schoolboy in the Soviet -

Union were informed of such a statement he would know
immediately what Brezhnev meant. For this reason the Soviet
human rights movement took a negative attitude toward the
Helsinki Agreement. The Soviet Union gained all advantages
without being forced to comply to Basket III. The Soviet
human rights movement was not against the exchange of

people and ideas but maintained that such exchanges had to
be genuine and without deception.

The Vice President asked Bukovsky if he had noticed any
change in human rights conditions in the Soviet Union after
the signing of the Helsinki Agreement.

Bukovsky replied that, as he had testified at the CSCE
Commission, after the signing of the Helsinki Agreement
the situation in the Soviet Union had worsened sharply.
The persecution of dissidents became much more intense.

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The Vice President asked Bukovsky to explain this since
one might expect exactly the opposite.

Bukovsky said that for the Soviet leadership the Helsinki
Agreement gave them the opportunity to interpret its pro-
visions in such a way as to view all support of human
rights as interference in the internal affairs of the
Soviet Union. On the other hand, the Agreement made it
possible for the Soviet leadership to be accepted in the
living rooms of Europe and this legalized their actions
which were otherwise quite illegal. As an example of
deceptive exchanges, Bukovsky mentioned the exchange of
parliamentarians. A delegation of members of the Supreme
Soviet had come here in exchange for a U.S. Congressional
delegation to the Soviet Union. Bukovsky said it was
ludicrous to compare members of the Supreme Soviet, who
represented no one but themselves, with U.S. Congressmen
who did indeed represent their people. This meant impart-
ing legality to that which was illegal. The same thing
could be applied to exchanges of labor unions. Soviet labor
unions stand for nothing. Bukovsky said he wanted to
develop further his views on how important it was for
Western leaders to understand Soviet psychology. Now that
the new U.S. Administration had made such an excellent
start in expressing its attitudes about human rights, he
was concerned that its stand, over a period of time, might
be subject to changes. Bukovsky expressed his hope that
concessions on this issue would not be made. Only persistent
and consistent policy on human rights can lead to concrete
results in the long run. He said he knew that Western
politicians were impatient people anxious to obtain gquick
results. When results were not forthcoming, they tended

to retreat from previous policy. Bukovsky said the Soviet
Union was counting precisely on that. Initially, such
persistent pressure by the West might even lead to a
worsening of the situation when the Soviet leadership tried
to show it would not be susceptible to such pressure, but
in the long run such pressure was the only thing that could
lead to improvements in the Soviet Union.

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At this point the President entered the room and welcomed
Bukovsky. After an initial greeting, the President said
that the Administration commitment to human rights was
permanent. He did not intend to be timid in his public
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statements and actions, but he wanted them to be pro-
ductive rather than counterproductive. The President
said he also wanted to be sure that our nation and

other nations, including the Soviet Union, would be
constantly aware that we intend to do whatever we

can in defense of human rights. The President said he
was grateful that Bukovsky had come to meet with him and
talk with the Vice President. He said he would ask the
Vice President to give him a full report on what Bukovsky
had said. This would be helpful to him as he prepared to
deal with the leaders of the Soviet Union and as we
approach the Belgrade Conference at which compliance with
the Helsinki Agreement would be analyzed and discussed.

Bukovsky said he was extremely grateful to the President
and understood the high honor which was being shown him.
He said he viewed this as a manifestation of respect for
members of the human rights movement in the Soviet Union
and for the ideas they were fighting for. He said the
human rights movement was the beginning of the development
of public opinion in the Soviet Union.

The President said he believed it was good for our country
to assume and maintain a worldwide commitment to human
rights. He said he thought it would be counterproductive
for us to single out the Soviet Union as the only nation
which was at fault in this respect. The President said
the response had been good so far to the Administration's
stance on human rights from other countries which in the
past had imprisoned political adversaries or those who
criticized their governments. The President said he
intended to avoid singling out the Soviet Union for criti-
cism. He believed that in doing so our efforts would be
more successful in all countries of the world and would help
our own people to correct the mistakes that existed and
still exist in our own country. The President said he

had to leave but would ask the Vice President to provide

a written summary of his conversation with Bukovsky so

that he could better understand how to deal with the Soviet
leaders and how best to assist people in various countries
of the world. The President then said goodbye to Bukovsky
and left the room.

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As Bukovsky was leaving, the Vice President told him that
when he and President Carter were running for office,
they had made a commitment to the electorate that they
would support human rights throughout the world. The
Vice President said that if the United States stood for
anything it was for freedom and therefore this Adminis-
tration's commitment was profound and serious.
