Soviet Article Criticizes Orlov Resolution: A TASS article
in the May 23 edition of Pravda repeats forcefully the fre-
quent theme that the U.S. Congress and Administration should
turn their attention to their own country rather than "inter-
fere in the internal affairs" of other states by such actions
as the recent congressional condemnation of the Orlov trial.
The article implies that those in the USSR being defended

by U.S. officials are working for U.S. intelligence, and
suggests that congressmen and Administration representatives
are protecting individuals connected with "American Special
Services" under the guise of "defending human rights."

The embassy notes that the failure of TASS to comment on
reaction to the Orlov trial in other Western countries, as
well as its implication that Orlov and Ginzburg -- in ad-
dition to Shcharanskiy -- are U.S. agents, strongly indicates
that the Soviets intend to press their claim that Shcharanskiy
was working for U.S. intelligence services.

Retreat of Katangese: Embassy Lusaka reports that foreign
journalists returning from northwest Zambia last night con-
firm the presence of retreating Katangese in the Ralene Hill
area of Zambia. According to one of the rebel leaders inter-
viewed by journalists, "a lot" of European hostages remain
with the retreating Katangans, but they are not being taken
through Zambia. They are being transported directly to
Angola.

Eyewitness accounts from several of the foreign journalists
indicated that the rebels are "loaded down" with cameras,
radios and other household goods taken in Zaire. They are
traveling in 80 to 100 vehicles, most obviously stolen in
Zaire. They were armed and moving by night. Almost all
are teenagers. Journalists reported seeing few Zambian
police and no. Zambian military in the area.

SUBJECT: Human Rights Developments in the USSR,
January - May 1978

The Soviet crackdown against human rights activists and
Jewish refuseniks has been particularly severe during the
first 4-5 months of 1978. A number of trials have already
been held in this period, resulting in stiff sentences for
various forms of "anti-Soviet activity." Other prosecutions
are pending and no doubt will produce similar results. On
the emigration front, Soviet officials have been relatively
lenient in granting exit visas to Jews this year, but
prominent refuseniks (those denied exit permission by the
Soviets) and certain religious groups have been stymied in
their efforts to leave.

This situation is likely to continue. Regime tactics
have been generally successful in hindering, if not com-
pletely suppressing, dissident activity., The morale of the
small core of activists is very low, and their hopes for
the future are bleak. Soviet authorities are aware of the
adverse foreign reaction their policy has produced, but
they seem willing to meet this criticism head on. The
leadership may well believe that any concessions to inter-
national pressure on the human rights issue would gain them
little credit and embolden dissidents to even greater
activism. ‘ ‘

Criminal Prosecutions

A number of dissidents initially arrested in 1977 have
been brought to trial since the beginning of this year. The
various chapters of the CSCE Monitoring Group have been
particularly hard -hit. Most of the defendants have been
charged under the provision prohibiting anti-Soviet activity
and have received the maximum sentence possible. Charges
of parasitism--failure to hold a job--have been used
against some dissidents as well. The following cases are s
especially noteworthy.

SECRET
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Yuriy Orlov, convicted 18 May of engaging in anti-
Soviet activity. He received the maximum 7-year
prison term, with 5 years of internal exile to
follow. The trial proceedings violated some
provisions of Soviet law.

Mykola Matusevich and Miroslav Mironovich, members
of the Ukrainian CSCE chapter, convicted in
March of anti-Soviet activity and given the
maximum sentence.

- Zviad Gamsakhurdia and Merab Kostava, members of
Georgian CSCE chapter, convicted in May of anti-
Soviet activity. Received 3-year prison terms,
to be followed by 2 years of internal exile.
Sentence was ''mitigated" by their confessing
and implicating a former US Embassy officer,
Igor Belousovich, and US reporters, David
Shipler and Alfred Friendly, in their 'crime."

Grigoriy Goldshteyn and Peter Vins, members of
Georgian and Ukrainian branches respectively,
received one-year sentences during trials in
March and April, on charges of parasitism.

Balis Gayauskas, a Lithuanian associate of
Aleksandr Ginsburg (see below), received a
10-year prison term in March for his part in
administration of the Solzhenitsyn Fund. His
sentence was increased due to his previous
criminal record, a 25-year prison term for
nationalist act1v1ty in thhuanla that he
completed in 1974.

Pre-Trial Investigations

The official investigations into the alleged criminal
activity of several other dissidents have still not been com-
pleted. As a result, many of them have been in prison more
than a year without being officially charged. Recently,
moreover, there have been new arrests. As a result, the
trials of leading dissidents are likely:-to continue for the
next year or so. As with dissidents already convicted,
anti-Soviet activity is the principal charge against most
of those under arrest, but in the case of Anatoliy Shchar-
anskiy the charges are much more ominous. The following
list is a catalogue of several pending trials.

High level discus-
sions between US officials and officials of the

Soviet Embassy in Washington have taken place . ,

Aleksandr Ginzburg will apparently be tried in
early June on a charge of anti-Soviet activity.
His major offense in Soviet eyes has been the
administration of the Solzhenitsyn Fund which
was established by the exiled Soviet writer to
aid political prisoners and their families.
Ginzburg, like Shcharanskiy, was a member of
Orlov's CSCE Monitoring Group.

Vladimir Shelkov, 80-year-old leader of the Seventh
Day Adventists, was arrested in Tashkent in March
1978 along with several associates. He has
previously spent 23 years in Soviet prisons and
camps. His appeal to President Carter on behalf
of Ginzburg and Orlov, as well as his efforts to
inform signatories of the Helsinki Accords about
Soviet persecution of the Adventists, probably
led to his arrest. _

Aleksandr Podrabinek, leader of a committee
monitoring Soviet abuses of psychiatry for
political purposes, was arrested in Moscow' this
month. ‘He had previously been warned by the KGB
to emigrate or face prosecution. His refusal
has led not only to his arrest, but to the arrest
of his brother, Kirill, on charges of illegal
‘possession of firearms and ammunition. Kirill

~1s now serving a 2 1/2-year prison term.
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Other members of the Ukrainian, Armenian, and
Georgian branches of the CSCE Monitoring Group
were arrested last year and presumably will be
tried sometime this year for anti-Soviet

“activity. They include 0. Berdnik. and
L. Lukyanenko in the Ukraine, R. Nazarian,
Sh. Arutunyan, and D. Khlatyan in Armenia,
and Viktor Rtskhiladze in Georgia.

Emigration

Soviet emigration policy has proceeded on two different .
tracks since August 1977. Emigration restrictions on Jews
have been relaxed, resulting in the greatest exodus of Soviet
Jews since 1972-73. Yet, refuseniks, Pentecostal Christians,
and others have run into an official stonewall in their
attempts to leave. Soviet officials have done little to
publicize their more lenient policy on emigration and little
to hide their intransigence in the face of those who pub-
licize their desire to emigrate. This approach could be
designed to relieve some of the emigration backlog created
since the cutback after 1973 and, at the same time, to
impress upon refuseniks the idea that public pressure to
emigrate will be counterproductive.

Jewish Emigration. The Dutch Embassy in Moscow,
which handles Israeli visa requests, issued
approximately 8,000 during the first four months
of 1978. The Dutch expect this trend to con-
tinue. If so, emigration could reach 24,000 by
the end of the year, an almost 50 percent
increase over 1977.

Refuseniks. Few have been allowed to exit this year,
and many have been subjected to considerable
harassment:and intimidation by Soviet officials.
Previous access to state secrets is often cited
as the basis for Soviet refusal to grant exit
permission. The following cases are indicative

- of the Soviet approach.

--Pavel Abramovich and Grigoriy Rozenshtein were
temporarily detained and threatened with
prosecution on the charge of parasitism.

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--Viktor Kalninsh, a Latvian dissident who has
already spent 10 years in a Soviet labor
camp, was given an exit permit, only to
have it subsequently revoked when he re-
fused to testify against other dissidents.
His relatives in the US have written letters
to a number of US congressmen on his behalf.

--Iosef Begun has been arrested for violation of
passport restrictions, i.e., r651d1ng unlaw-
fully in Moscow.

--Jessica Katz, sick child of Moscow refusenik
Boris Katz, has been denied exit permission
to come to.the US to.receive special medical
treatment available only in the US.

—-Vlad1m1r Slepak has been notified that his son,
who also wishes to emigrate, must report for
induction into the Soviet Army. The son_has
gone into hiding rather than report, since
such service would prevent his emigration for
as much as five years after his tour was com-
pleted. The authorities have not as yet
apprehended the son, but they appear to be
holding the threat of his arrest over his
father to inhibit the latter's activities
as a leader of the dissident community.

Pentacostal Christians. Various religious sects
have sought to emigrate en masse. Their spokes-
men have claimed that as many as 20,000 wish to
emigrate, In February, Soviet Academ1c1an Andrey
Sakharov presented appeals at the US Embassy on
behalf of almost 1,600 families in the Ukraine
and Belorussia for assistance in emigration.
Other groups residing in the Far East have made
similar requests to little avail:” Some of
their leaders have been threatened with arrest,

- and many ofhers have suffered various forms of
harassment.

Family Reunification. Soviet officials have been
particularly obstructive in dealing with family

reunification cases. The US Embassy reported
in March that only one of the 126 cases it was

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handling had been successfully concluded. Two
cases have been prominently featured in the
media this year.

--Irina McClellan, wife of a University of

) Virginia professor, has staged numerous
demonstrations in support-of her request

- to emigrate. She has been arrested on a

number of occasions, most recently(But-
side the US Embassy during Secretary of
State Vance's visit to Moscow, but has pot
been detained for more than a few hours7
Soviet officials assert that her prev1ous
access to state secréets prevent her emigrat-
ing, but there are indications that' they may -
now be willing to let her go.

--The Agapovs, family of a Soviet merchant:sailor
who defected to Sweden in 1974, have attempted
'to leave the USSR by legal and illegal means.
Although Swedish authorities have raised the
case with the Soviets, they do not expect any
success at this time.

Forced Emigration and Exile, Soviet officials have
used this tactic in the past to geéet rid of unde-
sirable dissident activists. Usually it is made
clear that if the individual stays, he will be
subject to arrest and prosecution. Valentin
Turchin, former head of the Soviet chapter of
Amnesty International, left the Soviet Union in
this manner this year. Dina Belina, a refusenik
and close friend of the Shcharanskiy family, was
also suddenly given a two-week exit period in
which to leave, effectively preventing her from
participating in Shcharanskiy's trial. On other
occasions the regime has deprived Soviet resi-
dents abroad of their citizenship, effectively
preventing them from returning home. This
stratagem was most recently used against General
Pyotr Grigorenko and Mstislav Rostropovich and

his wife.

On the malicious hooliganism of academician SAKHAROV

During the last years SAKHAROV in open contempt of existing laws has taken
the path of committing brazen criminal offenses.

In April of 1976 SAKHAROV and his wife BONNER committed acts of hooliganism
in the Omsk District Court as it was examining the criminal case of
DZHEMILEV. DZHEMILEV was accused of dissemination of fabrications known to
be false, discrediting the state and social system of the Soviet Union. In
response to the demand te stop his hooliganism made by the police in the
course of their duty to maintain public order, SAKHAROV shouted: "Take this
from an Academician, you puppies", slapped two policemen in the face, and
spewed insults at them. BONNER also slapped the face of the court
commandant who was trying to restore order. When brought to the police
station, SAKHAROV and BONNER did not even try to deny the committed acts,
and they confirmed that they had acted with premeditation.

In August of 1976 SAKHAROV and BONNER, in the presence of many Soviet
citizens and foreigners, committed acts of malicious hooliganism at the
Irkutsk airport. In response to the suggestion to observe the established
rules SAKHAROV and BONNER raised a hullabaloo, insulted airport employees
and used obscene words and threats.

In October of 1977 SAKHAROV made a scene in the Rector's office of
Moscow’s Lenin Pedagogical Institute. As a pretext he used the expulsion
from the Institute of his stepson SEMENOV who had been dismissed for
academic reasons. SAKHAROV made a show as he tore from the hands of the
Pro-Rector the documents which served as the basis for the decision to
expel SEMENOV. He also insulted employees of the Institute.

In May of this year SAKHAROV inspired the provocative act of hooliganism
committed by a pro-Zionist group near the building of the Union of Soviet
Societies of Friendship and Cultural Ties with Foreign Countries (14
Kalinin Prospect). Because of this SAKHAROV was summoned to the
Prosecutor's Office in Moscow and was officially warned against illegal
conduct in the future.

Ignoring the warnings of the authorities, on May 19 SAKHAROV committed new
brazen acts of hooliganism near the building of the Moscow People's Court
where the ORLOV's trial was taking place. Several times he slapped the face
of a policeman who tried to prevent SAKHAROV and his wife BONNER from
violating public order.

The acts of SAKHAROV have been documented. They may be construed as
criminal offenses according to part II, article 206 and part II, article
1911 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation (malicious hooliganism
and violent resistance to the police or to volunteers auxiliary police
while they are fulfilling their duty of maintaining public order). The
police authorities are deciding the question of SAKHAROV's responsibility.
In view of the above facts as well as the extremely negative reaction of
the Soviet people caused by inaction of legal authorities in respect to
SAKHAROV who systematically commits acts of hooliganism, we think it
advisable to send this information to the Presidium of the Academy of
Sciences for discussion at the Academy of Sciences of the USSR of his
criminal conduct

An Introduction to Charter '77

by Professor Vilem Precan

Chanten '77 is a changing phenomenon; thying Lo give
£ a definitive descrniption is Like thying o shoot down a
moving tanget. 1In the 15 months of its existence, it has
been chanacterized from many different perspectives. I1ts
objectives have been defended, for 4nstance, againsi
official effonts to outlaw and Liquidate #t. Some foreign
observers have enred in viewing it as an opposdition group,
an ohganization of dissidents, whose siness on the rule of
Raw <5 merely camouglage. Even among Charter members, the
debate has been continual over how Chartern can orn should
nealize its aims. The discussdion ocewvred Last summer,
nesumed 4in Manch, 1978, and 48 apparent in many Charter
documents.

The initial Chanten proclamation of January 1, 1977,
fon instance, termed the group "a Loose, informal and open
association of people of varnious shades of opinion, faiths
and professions, united by the wilf Lo atrive Andividually
and collectively to promote in our own country and through-
out the world nespeet for the civic and human nights embodied
An the U.N. Univensal Declaration of Human Rights and
acconded o all by the International Covenants and the
Final Act of the Helsink{ Conference.”

Profeason Jini Hajek, one spokesman for Charten '77,
has spoken of "an association of interest bonn of the
effont Lo examine whether or not the Laws and regulations
10 which a state i8 committed are being put into practice.”
He s2nessed that "the essence of the Charter £is a call 2o
full and active citizenship." Another spokesman, Dn. Ladislav
Hejdanek, held that "the main aim of Charnten '77 is Lo apot-
Light the situation of the society in which we Live.” And
the Late Professorn Jan Patocka, who was inextricably asso-
ciated with the early phases of the Charter and its highly
moral nature, closed the essay which 8 rnightly called his
political iestament with these words: "From the Charter
we may expect a new ideofogical ornientation to enter our
Life -- an ondientation towards basic human nights, Towards
morality in pofitical and in private Life.

BREZHNEYV. The other day comrade Andropov U.V. informed me that Sakharov has really
let himself go and is behaving like a mere hooligan. The situation deteriorated to the point

where he and his wife started a fight with a militiaman near the court building while the
Orlov case was being tried.

The reasons of our superpatient attitude to Sakharov are familiar to you. But there is a limit
to everything. We must not leave his escapades without reaction.

There was a suggestion to discuss Sakharov’s behavior at the Presidium of the Academy of
Science. Perhaps, we should do this.

The members of the Politburo, candidates members of the Politburo and secretaries of the
Central Committee support this proposal.

2. Information of comrade Andropov, U.V. on the Sharansky matter

BREZHNEV. Comrade Andropov would like to inform the Politburo about the Sharansky
matter. Let’s give him the floor.

ANDROPOV. I want to inform the Politburo that at the present time in the USSR 520
people are kept in prison, of these 110 people are held on charges that have political
coloring. We will have to decide the question of Sharansky’s trial, the preparation of which
is completed now. As is known, Carter made a speech to the effect that Sharansky should
not be brought to responsibility. But we can not satisfy such a request. Sharansky
committed crimes and has to take full responsibility for them. He will be put on trial. But
what is the best time for the trial? May be it should be started on July 10, this seems to be
better. The USSR Ambassador to the United States comrade Dobrynin also recommends this
time.

We discussed all questions of organization of Sharansky’s trial together with comrades
Rudenko and Smirnov. Sharansky admits his guilt, we uncovered his spy activity and can
provide appropriate materials. He is charged under two articles: under article 64 for
espionage and under article 70 of the Criminal Code, for betrayal of the Motherland. His
trial will take place in the same court house as Orlov’s. It is a good place, a club, a small
audience will be appropriately prepared. Sharansky refuses to take a lawyer. He can refuse
the lawyer named by the court. If he names another lawyer, and he has right to do it in the
trial, then we will have to take a break for 5 days. Besides, we meant to publish a short
report about the beginning of Sharansky’s trial. I believe it is not expedient to allow any
correspondents into the trial.
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EVERYBODY. Right, don’t let them in.

ANDROPOV. What Sharansky’s sentence be? Everything will depend on how he will
behave himself. For example, Orlov was to be sentenced for three years according to the
article of the Criminal Code, but he behaved in such a rude way during the trial that the
court was obliged to sentence him for seven more years with further exile for five years.
Sharansky, of course, will not receive, say, the death sentence, but the court will give him a
stern sentence of, say, .15 years.

As our Ambassador comrade Dobrynin reports, Carter asked not to mention Sharansky’s
connections with CIA. This, of course, is up to the court; we must.not conceal the
materials, but may be we can give comrade Dobrynin certain directions to talk with Vance
and express to him the idea that the trial will be a closed one, but the court owns numerous
materials about Sharansky’s connections with the CIA. The Soviet court is very democratic,
but everything will depend on how the defendant will behave himself; that also counts.

Shcharanskiy, Ginzburg, and Filatov Trials: Embassy Moscow
reports that at the end of the second day Shcharanskiy
supporters believe that one of the four witnesses in his
trial allegedly found a list of names which supposedly
implicates Shcharanskiy in the courtyard of the apartment
building where Toth lived. The Los Angeles Times bureau
chief told the embassy that another prospective witness,
still employed by the bureau, has obtained a medical cer-
tificate exempting her from appearing in court. At the
Ginzburg trial, Mrs. Ginzburg was unexpectedly ejected from
the courtroom after one of the witnesses falsely claimed
she had threatened him. She had earlier reported that the
July 11 testimony had focused on literature allegedly cir-~
culatad by Ginzburg, with some effort devoted to smearing
his morals. Thus far, no U.S. diplomats or journalists
had been named by the prosecution witnesses.

TASS coverage of all three trials continues to display
remarkable audacity in order to achieve its propaganda
objectives., TASS editorialized that Shcharanskiy's "hostile
activity was subordinated...to deriving at any price political
capital by discrediting the principles of Soviet domestic

and foreign policy." TASS makes it clear that the prosecution
is claiming that virtually all of his contributions to Toth's
reporting involved classified material. On Ginzburg, TASS
comments that a witness "convincingly testified" that Ginzburg
gave money only to those who carried out subversive activities
or fulfilled his criminal assignments. It also announced

that the testimony generally "confirmed the competence of

the charges" against him., A lengthy TASS item provided
background on Filatov and his alleged recruitment, but fails
to mention the name of the foreign country or foreign intelli-
gence service he allegedly worked for.

The embassy comments that TASS' reluctance to implicate
Toth, the CIA, or even the U.S. generally, may reflect the
Soviets desire not to unduly complicate the Vance-Gromyko
talks. The Soviets may be waiting until after the talks
to be more specific in their propaganda.

[ Mengistu has been under pressure Lrom Cuban

and Soviet advisors to relinquish military control of the
government and return the country to civilian rule. In
deference to the military support he has received from the
Cubans and the Soviets,| |he will announce the
formation of political parties and at the same time declare
himself president of the Peoples' Democratic Republic of
Socialist Ethiopia. He does not, in fact, intend to give
up any control of the government.

He is aware of Soviet and Cuban efforts to work with left
wing members of the Meison Party to develop it to a point

- where it will eventually gain control of Ethiopia and pos-

sibly remove him from power. During the past six months
nationalist elements in the Meison have gradually switched
their membership to the nationalist/socialist Seded Party

with Mengistu's knowledge and approval.

in the war in Eritrea is that he wants the Eritreans defeated
so that he can safely take the risk of incurring Soviet
disfavor should the Soviets withhold equipment and supplies
after September.

State and public figures, as well as representatives of science,
literature, and art, have become involved in the provocative clamor about
this question. Some do this consciously, being convinced anti-Soviets;
others do so under the influence of foreign propaganda and under the
pressure of anti-socialist circles.

Whatever the case, they contribute to the formation of public
opinion, ..[defective xerox] which is inclined to perceive the award of
such a prize as something deserved. To judge from the inclinations
[defective xerox] of the Nobel Committee (in this case, Norwegian), which
has already awarded the peace prize to SAKHAROV, its members are
ready to do such a thing.

As a result, it appears appropriate to organize a statement in
the Soviet press, giving this question an ironic twist.

We think that it is best to ridicule this escapade and thereby to
arouse a perception of the award of the Nobel Prize as something that
gshould not be taken seriously, as a deliberate and overt provocation.

This kind of statement could begin in the journal Krokodil.

We request approval for this.

According to the information of the State Security Committee, since
June of this year Sakharov has been actively working on his
autobiography. In this book he describes the years of his childhood and
youth, time of work at military plants and installations of the
Ministry of Medium Machine Construction. In one of the most important
sections of the book entitled "Plant - FIAN (Physics Institute of the
Academy of Sciences - Note of the translator) - Installation, 1942-
1968" Sakharov mentions three key problems which he worked on during
the creation of thermonuclear weapons. The book provides information on
organization of the leading Party and government authorities involved
in the development of nuclear weapons, gives names and positions of all
principal scientists and engineers who participated in their
development and testing. Many of these scientists and engineers are
currently working in the system of the Ministry of Medium Machine
Construction.

Besides, the book links the work of the Ministry of Medium Machine
Construction and its predecessor, the First Main Administration of the

Council of Ministers of the USSR, to the development of nuclear
weapons, discloses the place of the installation, organization of its
work, directly says that nuclear cartridges are developed at the
installation of Zernov-Khariton, decodes the address of its Moscow
office and describes how specialists are delivered there, briefly
outlines the test of August 12, 1953 dwelling on details and
consequences of the explosion, and refers to operations at the testing
ground near Semipalatinsk.

According to the leading specialists of the Ministry of Medium Machine
Construction, the aggregate information contained in the book is of a
sensitive nature.

In view of the fact that Sakharov intends to pass the manuscript he is
preparing abroad, to the detriment of national security, it is
considered expedient to request the State Security Committee and the
Office of the Prosecutor of the USSR to conduct a search in Sakharov's
apartment and confiscate the manuscript. After the search it is
proposed to summon Sakharov to the Office of the Prosecutor of the USSR
and to warn him against divulging state secrets.

The Draft of the Ruling of the CPSU Central Committee is attached.

For background purposes. I have prepared the attached
unclassified paper on "Human Rights Performance: January
1977~December 1978." ‘ n CIA's "confidential"
study which the Agencyi refused to declassify.

I suggest that you =-- and others -- use this information to
background the press on human rights improvements during
the Carter Administration. We do not want to appear to take
credit for all such improvements, but the fact remains that
the President's human rights policy has made the world a
better place to live in and he should get some of the credit
for this,

In addition to discussing worldwide improvements (and re-
gressions) in_human rights, you might also use the following,
which is based on an earlier memo from Jessica.

The Carter Administration has three human rights obijectives:

-- To raise global awareness of human rights so that the
issue is a regular concern of all governments and an expected
component of relations both with other countries and with the
international community.

We have met this objective.

-- To organize U.S. foreign policy making so that human
rights concerns are taken into account in all relevant
decisions including foreign assistance, political actions and
economic benefits.

We have partially met this objective. Excessive

‘delays and inconsistent decisions still persist.

-- To begin the lengthy process of strengthening the
international institutions (including the UN and its com-
missions, the IFIs and the regional human rights organizations)
so that ultimately they can become the primary focus of inter-
national human rights activity.

We have partially met this objective. The UN and
OAS commissions .are vastly lmproved and some progress
has been made in gaining support in the IFIs. There is still
a long way to go.

In 1975 and 1977 the wife of academician Sakharov Bonner visited Italy
where she underwent surgery in a private ophthalmologic clinic of the
city of Sienna. In both cases the permission was granted with an
understanding that Bonner could use her stay abroad in order to set up
contacts with foreign subversive centers and to take an anti-Soviet
stand openly.

In fact, while being abroad in 1975, Bonner made a number of anti-
Soviet statements, and in 1977 she took an active part in the
organization of the so-called "Sakharov's Hearings" in Rome.

As was to be expected, this conduct further compromised Bonner and,
through her, Sakharov in the eyes of both the Soviet and progressively
minded foreign public.

At this time Bonner is filing an application for a private visit to
Italy in order to consult specialists about her eye disease.

The State Security Committee took a decision to allow Bonner the trip
to Italy again. Such a decision is tactically justified because the
fact of permissions arouses surprise and envy on the part of her and
Sakharov's accomplices, and this leads to greater discords and
hostility within their milieu.
